Questions for Reflection ... 
 
John the Baptist says, “He must become greater; I must become less.” 
How might you become less this week so that Christ may become more in 
the life of those around you? 

  
 
When the Samaritan woman encounters Jesus she must also  
encounter her past, her sins, and her identity. Yet she seems hopeful, not 
condemned. Does your relationship with Jesus change the way you view 
your past failures? What hidden parts of your life might Jesus speak to you 
about? 

  
 
After her encounter with Jesus, the Samaritan woman returns to her town 
to tell everyone about Him. Why do you think this was her  
reaction? What encounter have you had with Jesus that you cannot help 
but share? Who do you feel compelled to share it with? Will you do it?
