Questions for Reflection ... 
 
In the first part of this week’s passage we read John’s insight about Jesus’ 
divinity. As a modern reader how do you understand what John says about 
Jesus being fully God? Do you think His description accurately represents 
what you understand about Jesus? 

 

 
In the latter part of this week’s passage Jesus calls the first disciples. They 
immediately recognized Jesus as Messiah and Son of God. Did you expect 
this or did it surprise you? Do you recognize Jesus as Messiah and Son of 
God? How? Why? 

  

 
When the disciples of John the Baptist ask Jesus where He is staying  
Jesus responds, “Come and see.” What do you think they expected to see 
and experience as they followed Jesus? What unexpected things are you 
seeing as you follow Jesus?
