Questions for Reflection ... 

 
It is clear the chief priests and Pharisees want Jesus arrested and put to 
death. What has He done that has angered them to the point of putting a 
warrant out for His arrest? Why did Jesus’ raising Lazarus from the dead 
threaten the religious leaders? Have your fears ever kept you from  
embracing a new movement of God?  

 
Why did the crowds line the streets to celebrate Jesus, while the religious 
leaders want Him arrested? Why do some believe and some do not? Does 
something stand in the way of you putting your faith fully in Jesus? Have 
you ever found yourself in a situation where you “love the praise of people 
more than praise from God”? 

 
What is Jesus’ mission? How will He accomplish it? According to Jesus, 
how does one get eternal life? What does it take to be a follower and  
servant of Jesus? Are you willing to do what Jesus requires?
